• “Flat part” of ROW is only 
about 80 ft wide here.

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CHANGES REQUIRED;
*Fill in embankment
*Build huge massive wall
*Bury the pipe deeper; mere 
steps from (or into) people’s 
back yards.

This could cause damage to 
foundations, just as it did on 
the western side of the ROW, 
back in 2020 when a pipeline 
was repaired.  (Refer back to 
big red dot a few pages back.)
